Borderlands: 
Riding The Edge 
Of America
By Derek Lundy

The year he turned 60, 
investigative reporter 
Derek Lundy embarked 
on a unique adventure 
to take a firsthand look 
at the borders of the 
United States and her 

something challenging to his sense of 
adventure and his interest in history and 
journalism. By riding a bike he found 
more accessibility to places and people but 
also, sometimes, a wariness of an “outsid-
er” riding into town. The trip was difficult 
both in terms of the terrain, with some off-
road biking, mountains and deserts, and 
the weather which varied from freezing 
rain and snow to baking hot temperatures 
in the south. The book is a fascinating 
story of his personal journey and also his 

reporting of the politics of the border.
Lundy has written several other books 

including Godforsaken Sea, an account 
of the Vendee Globe around-the-world 
single-handed yacht race and The Bloody 
Red Hand, his look at the history of 
Northern Ireland from the point of view 
of his ancestors.

Captain Bruno Correges, Chief of Police 
in sleepy, little St. Denis, a town in France’s 
beautiful Dordogne region, is a gentle, car-
ing and respected policeman  but make 
no mistake, he is unflinching and decisive 
with his investigative skills.

How to Paint with Acrylics 
By Peter John Reid 

Landscape artist Peter John Reid has collected years of 
teaching notes into one comprehensive self-published 
volume of lessons, exercises, observations and dem-
onstrations using acrylics to produce striking art. Il-
lustrated throughout with full colour examples of his 
own art, How to Paint with Acrylics is not only an 
excellent compilation of acrylic techniques, it also 
provides a unique perspective on painting. The au-
thor, a well-known local artist, reveals step by step 
how he produces his own award-winning works. 

“A big part of this book is about seeing colour,” says Reid. He discusses hue, value, satu-
ration and contrast and describes how to use this information to match every possible 

colour with acrylic paints. Colour charts are included as well as heavy paper worksheets 
for applying mixed paints to create hands-on colour samples. He also describes the im-
portance of developing critical skills and includes a list to consider when analyzing and 
evaluating paintings, followed by perceptive critiques of two of his own works. 

“You can do a lot of things incorrectly in a painting,” he muses. “This book 
is intended to help you maximize your ideas, know how to fix things that aren’t 
quite how you envisioned, and know what you did right when it does work.” 
How to Paint with Acrylics is more than a personal perspective on creating art. Reid, who 
was formally trained, reveals how he paints and encourages readers to try a wide variety of 
approaches to enhance their own artwork. Combining painting techniques with insight 
into one artist’s approach to his work, How to Paint with Acrylics is an excellent addition 
to every artist’s reference library, from beginner to advanced.
